This is a working-draft list of the main identifiable stratified deposits comprising destruction or abandonment contexts (in bold face) based on my first complete rereading of the notebooks. There were 89 trenches excavated or assigned numbers in 2002-2006; while we tried to excavate within architecturally defined space and assign numbers accordingly, there are exceptions:
Two trenches were combined B2200/2300 and B2000/2100 with loci and pails excavated using one or the other number (a total of 87 numerical trenches).

 Some areas are “overlapping,” meaning that separate trench numbers were assigned only after definition of separate architectural units was certain, usually below topsoil and slope-wash levels; we have assigned the final number to the architectural space in which the most of the occupation levels are contained (caveat A1700 and A400):

The loci listed are the principal units of analysis and interpretation of archaeological context and identification of patterns. That is, listed in bold face are loci that should be the most meaningful or useful stratigraphically; pails whose contexts will be used principally to define contiguous object assemblages and ultimately our picture of room history and function. If only a locus is given, all pails should be considered valid components of the locus (with few exceptions and I imagine, some minor errors on my part). Upper levels and sondages are listed as well, where appropriate or convenient for me. 
The list is not a comprehensive register of loci and pails as excavated throughout the site. Nor does it present detailed horizontal stratigraphy or provenience within rooms. As I write up the actual text of the stratigraphy for each space, however, I will talk about the location of individual objects, pails, and groups of things where possible, meaningful, or problematic to me. But please scrutinize the actual notebooks yourself adding such details either to this list, a parallel list, or to actual text as I produce it. 
(Let me know if you discover gross typos, gaps, exceptions, or problems.  Please if you want add to the list or discussion, and date your comments). 
What you consider to be viable or useful contexts will of course depend on the individual circumstances of abandonment, conditions of context and recovery, and the category of material you are examining (bone, vegetal, charcoal, small finds, and pottery). 
I am interested in identifying patterns, especially in comparable LA (Late Archaic) or Hellenistic destruction levels across the site, which might help us to define or characterize assemblages and use contexts. That is, what kinds of material patterns can help us to qualify or justify our attribution of spaces (hall, dining room, kitchen, food processing, industrial, storeroom, pantry, and courtyard, and so on), and how do patterns of use or activities indicated by contexts vary within and between  rooms, buildings and across the site?
Characterization of loci.
As you read the notebooks, resist relying too much on the excavators’ nomenclature and summary attribution of loci in his or her “final report” or labeled sections. Although the trenchmasters’ (TM) descriptions of matrices and loci are usually very good, the application of terms such as “fill,” “packing,” “tumble,” and “slope wash” is at best inconsistent. (An obvious philosophical problem with primary data recording in the field (or in a site/locus database!) is that the objective description of matrix characteristics is an interpretive process that may not be fully understood at the time of excavation or even publication). 
The list below does not comprise complete or detailed definitions of all stratigraphic situations (they may need to be revised or amended)—it does however reflect how we have been generally characterizing and conceptualizing the various loci and it may allow us to assess patterns of deposition across the site (I will continue to work on this). The order below is usually the way these units appear during excavation. 
I will try to use the following terms as consistently as I can, based on my reading of the notebooks and my own records:
(1) Topsoil (surficial; surface or surficial material) is the ground surface at the time of excavation, after removal of surface vegetation. It is normally the first pass excavated. The term notwithstanding, there is usually little or no actual “soil” formation; the matrix is customarily a dry, granulated, loose and gravelly surficial sediment containing both burnt and unburned plant root structure.
(2) Slope wash is usually a loose but better consolidated rocky stratum below topsoil, that is, it is not a “subsoil” per se and can contain ancient cultural contexts. It is normally, however, the plow-zone or eroded slope representing erosion events or processes. It is very rocky sediment that can be alluvial/colluvial debris of any period; modern, ancient or recent agricultural terrace fill; eroded bedrock material; or a combination of the three, involving both natural and anthropogenic post-abandonment erosive processes. Depending on the topography, wall collapse, Archaic fill, and even roofing and habitation material can appear in slope-wash levels, but usually contaminated by post-destruction activity.
(3) Wall collapse (or tumble; vel sim) is defined as discernable dense stone debris—mostly regularly-sized (sorted) angular cobbles and small to large boulders that have the look of wall stones fallen from adjacent extant walls—mixed with or stratified directly on top of roofing material, and usually concentrated on the sides of the room or the inner slopes. The definition is problematic in post-LA abandonment levels where stone heaps or accumulations might well be slope wash and/or disturbed Hellenistic wall collapse, or literally any later period of wall degradation and erosion. 

Wall collapse may contain cultural material that is directly associated with the abandonment phase and is occasionally included in the list of target loci here—this is especially the case in instances where high-built features such as shelves, benches, altars, or platforms; floor topography; and the pattern of roofing and wall collapse may allow cultural material to have fallen into or on top of its matrix. Also certain large artifacts—such as standing pithoi, amphorae, and lekanes—sometimes protrude naturally above the line of preserved roofing material into the wall collapse level.
(4) Roofing material, usually with minimal actual “clay” content, is usually gray, green, yellow, or brown phyllite silt combined with limestone sediments or deposits, cultural material (burned organics such as wooden implements or elements of the roof construction) and containing naturally or added flecks and pieces of schist. In LA destruction levels it is burnt red to black, neatly stratified on and above floor surfaces, and forms the principal matrix of destruction and occupation debris. It may be mixed with stone tumble or wall collapse. It is normally described by TM’s as “clay,” “clayey soil,” “roofing clay,” or “ceiling clay.” The lowest remnants of roofing material form the principal matrix of most habitation debris on occupation levels and floor surfaces. If roofing material has been identified and contains cultural material, or if wall collapse is deeply stratified penetrating to or just above the floor surface and mixed with roofing material, corresponding pails are highlighted so as to be included as part of the room or unit assemblage.
(5) Habitation material (variously occupation material or habitation debris). This is the last pass excavated directly on top of the floor surface, usually with roofing material and some tumble, sometimes removing a thin part of the actual floor surface—the interface between roofing material, habitation material and floor surface. We conceptualize this pass as exposing the actual floor surface, collecting the material that was on it at the time of abandonment of the space (but as caveat see 3 and 4 above). In actuality we might have removed a fraction or even layer of the floor, sometimes, depending on the state of preservation, even digging into or removing the floor and some floor packing.

(6) Floor (matrix and packing). The floor itself is a hard-packed silty-clay surface, morphologically similar, if not indistinguishable, except by consistency (hardness) and degree of consolidation from roofing material; it generally has a harder consistency and often embedded in it are tiny flecks of pottery, bone, shell, charcoal and other carbonized plant material, and chunks or flecks of green, gray or yellow schist. The packing itself is a sub-floor layer of gravelly phyllite and/or pebbly gravel; sometimes however the floor matrix sits directly on bedrock or rhegolith (regolith).

(7) Fill. Actual purposive fill, that is not primary dumped debris (midden), usually takes the form of architectural foundation, wall packing (the material placed vertically between walls and bedrock terraces), or terrace fill—most obvious being the Early Archaic (LO?) cobble layer (see below), and sometimes floor packing. Fill usually consists of relatively loose gravelly pebble and cobble layers; the matrix both clayey (silty) and sandy in texture.
(8) Dumps or middens. Dumped occupation debris, the most obvious examples being the Hellenistic dump in B1100 (B900?) and the Archaic dumps in A600 (“dirty kitchen”), B3100 (courtyard of the Service Building), and B1700. More ambiguous is the burned EIA-EO material from the LG-O building in B3000 and B3900—which might comprise a primary midden (perhaps ritual) or a secondary fill deposit—and isolated bone deposits on the floor of E100.
(9) Silt layer.  There is sediment (semi-consolidated “clayey” silt and gravel, some cobble to large-stone debris) which sometimes forms what appear to be actual surfaces, sometimes occupation phases, separating layers of wall collapse layers; it looks like it should a be a form of erosive event or process, usually well above destruction layers, but under the more recent slope wash debris or later-phase collapse of buildings.  This is possibly a period of erosion and exposure with little or no intensive human activity.

Stratigraphic horizons and chronology (hypothetical but discernable patterns)
There is sporadic evidence (surface sherds or chance finds) for Late Prepalatial (EM III-MM IA), Neopalatial, and Byzantine-Venetian use of the site (coin ca. AD 1050). There is surprisingly little archaeological evidence, however, for early modern or recent activity. The main indications are extant terrace walls (and conditions of the plough zone); post-excavation rebuilding of Boyd’s building; and sporadic excavation around the peak (A300; D800; A1100?; A2400?), none of which can be accurately dated. We have a published plan showing where Boyd excavated in 1900 (Boyd 1901) and there is no indication in the notebooks or publications that she dug anywhere else on the peak or slopes—so please resist accepting the TM’s unqualified attribution of pre-2002 excavation or recent deposition (excavated areas; fill; dumps) as indicating Boyd’s activity of 1900.  We know precisely where Boyd said that she excavated and we have not yet recovered compelling evidence for an excavation dump per se. 
There are five distinct horizons on the site that are worth exploring for distinctive material patterns: 

(1) Final Neolithic.  We have a few but well-preserved FN strata and associated architecture in B700, B1200, and B1700—with occasional sherds turning up in the west and southwest areas of the site. This phase is at bedrock level and the ceramic shapes and fabrics, and the dependence on local chert suggest a date early in the FN sequence (Tomkins’ FN 3).
(2) Early Iron Age. LM IIIC, EIA (PG, G, LG), and EO material does not constitute a horizon per se but is found variously stratified throughout the site. While sherds are found especially in bedrock levels and in Archaic fill deposits, only definable stratified contexts are glossed in the pail list.
(3) Archaic Fill. Orientalizing (or Late Orientalizing?) rebuilding of the site evidenced in what we are calling “Archaic fill” deposits. Archaic fill levels we are assuming to be late 7th century, possibly early 6th, but as of this date (7/08), we do not know for certain. On the whole Archaic fill gives us Orientalizing dates (sometimes EO, or early 7th century) or even earlier (EIA) terminus post quems. I suspect that the major civic building and town planning occurred at the end of the seventh century (cf. Kotsonas’ horizon on Crete of 630; and see discussion in our published Hesperia reports).
(4) Late Archaic destruction. Destruction and abandonment levels across the site are for the most part Late Archaic in date, unless otherwise indicated, that is, early or first quarter of the 5th century B.C.  While there is evidence of architectural phasing and changes to the structure of individual buildings in the course of the Archaic period (that is, we do not believe that there is a 6th century gap), there is little or no actual stratigraphic evidence yet for such changes, the inference now being that floor surfaces were retained, cleaned, and reused throughout the sixth century, sometimes with minor changes in architecture.

(5) Hellenistic reoccupation (ca. 200 B.C.). Hellenistic features and modifications suggest localized use of the South Acropolis, especially the peak, where the highest concentration of roof tiles are also found, especially in A1800, A200, A2400, A 2200.  The date of this occupation should be late in the third century and/or the very beginning of the second B.C.  A date around 200 B.C. is the most likely.
There is a four room structure in B100/B1900/A2500, overlying an Archaic building, perhaps a house; the rooms consist of the east paved room, room with the hearth, and room west of the room with the hearth (B100), and the west paved room (B100 and B1900—intruding on the space of B2500). 

Other features include the paved structure in D500; the small, square, olive press room in the northeast corner of D300; the benches and “hearth” in B3500; and the far eastern end (corner “closet” or bin) of B200. Exposed courtyard and street areas usually have Hellenistic pottery on or just above their Archaic surfaces. It is clear that Hellenistic occupants sporadically dug into irregular piles of LA tumble and destruction debris, only rarely bothering to clear out entire rooms (B1300, B1100, and B3500; possibly A2400) down to the level of the Archaic floor.
     Although we still do not know the function, chronology, or even the sequence of construction of the buildings and cistern on the peak, excavated by Boyd in 1900, it seems to have been the focal point of the H activity, extending principally to the south and southeast slopes. Boyd mentions finding EIA-EO and Hellenistic pottery on the peaks, but makes no definitive statements about the date or function of the buildings (she also seems to have not noticed Archaic activity at Azoria). We have assumed that the cistern on the peak is a Hellenistic installation.
     The surrounding slopes in H were evidently used for a small house (B100) small gardens, storerooms or minor industries, such as the H press room in the northeast corner of D300. The most important indication of function should be the building in B100 and the B1100 dump and associated deposits (e.g. B900).

The most important indications of actual date are the lamps from the B1100 dump and elsewhere—the Howland’s type 32 and 28B from the Agora—which Rotroff has dated to 220-180 and 260-190 respectively (see Mook’s footnotes 58-59 in the 2007 Hesperia report); the former gives us a narrow generation or so overlapping the third and early second centuries, jiving nicely with V. Stefanaki’s (AIAR) date of the Hierapytnan dichalco (B300) which she would place at the very beginning (early first quarter) of the second century B.C., although admitting a circularity in actual dating of these coins. 
The Argive triobols from the steps of the temple are interesting, but of little direct help because of their early date; according to M. Stefanakis (Univ. Aegean, Rhodes), they are likely to be the result of mid third century activity on the island (end of actual Argive sequence is no later than 229 B.C.), admittedly a post quem for their use and deposition at Azoria. That said, it is interesting that Stefanakis suggests that Cretan mercenaries (early 3rd c.) brought the silver triobels to Crete after serving in the Peloponnese—a point that might help to reinforce an idea that a garrison from Hierapytna occupied the hilltop in the later third. The coin dates thus give us the same bracket as the lamps (ca. 230-180 B.C.)
According to Harikleia Palamida (AIAR) the stamped amphora handles are (04-0051) mid to late 3rd c.; (04-0053) second third of the 3rd c.; and 05-0113, 3rd-2nd B.C. If the Campanian Dressel type 1C amphora from within the Cult Building (B2000/2100) is dated late second B.C. Since we have no obviously later second century material from the site, the amphora type is clearly either misdated (perhaps early second) or a singular event and revisit to the site and temple.

Normally signs of significant burning which we associate with LA (early 5th c. B.C.) destruction of the site: preserved wood charcoal, including beam fragments and plant material associated with roof superstructure; phyllite clay of the ceiling and floor is burned red to black; floor matrix and roofing material contain black ash and articulated carbonized plant remains.  The extent of burning depends on the room contents and conditions at time of destruction; the most intense burning may correlate to olive oil use or storage.  Most definable LA rooms show evidence of this destruction. The intensity or appearance of the burning may be related to the presence of olive oil or other combustible materials, such as wood, fabrics, or other plant materials. Walls also show evidence of contact with intense heat—such as door frames. Late Archaic (LA) destruction should be glossed in the pail lists below.

Normally deep and regular subangular cobbles—fist sized stones; gravel and occasionally small boulders— that are recovered as terrace and architectural fill supported by spine walls and retaining walls; used to fill in EIA buildings and topography, to regularize the stepped terrain or otherwise to fill-in or stabilize architectural terraces, roads, and other features. These fill layers, although not yet (7/08) securely date or even necessarily contemporary, usually have mixed deposits of LM IIIC, PG, LG and EO pottery giving us at least an early 7th century terminus post quem for their construction—and probably the construction of the spine walls and most of the Archaic civic buildings on the site. These levels are sometimes referred to by the excavators as “EIA fill,” because of the quantity or presence of EIA pottery in the fill.

B1100 consists of two rooms divided by wall B1102 and connected to B1300 on the south by doorway forming the “Southeast Building.”  Both rooms of B1100 have Archaic (LA?) floor surfaces, but like B1300, seem to have been largely cleared out and reused in the Hellenistic period—removing the wall collapse and roofing material characteristic of LA destruction levels. It is difficult to characterize all of the stratified levels in this area, partly because of physical conditions of deposition and formation; and partly because of the reticence of the trench supervisor to record details of matrices. There is little preserved of the Archaic rooms to determine their original function—their regular, repeated square size might suggest some specific function, uncharacteristic of houses on the site.

The Hellenistic functions of these spaces—except the clear use of the northern room of B1100 as a dump—is equally unclear.

D400 seems to have been built on top of the continuation of the cobble fill that extends behind D300 and the east wall of B3100.  The fill layer is B3108. The largish boulder that forms the northern wall of B2200/2300 (B2309) is built directly on top of this same deep layer of cobbles (B3108)—the fill layer would have originally been as high as the floor level of D400 and retained by wall B3104.  So while a passage around D300 is certainly possible, perhaps even likely, there is little obvious access between D400 and courtyard B3100. The date of this cobble fill (B3108) is important, as it probably should be connected to the filling in of EIA-EO buildings in D300, B800 (B807, B850, B851), and B3000 (B3037; 3041-3044); the latter is the fill underneath the packing for the Archaic street between D300 and the LG Building. B851 is the last level of cobble fill before LM IIIC levels in B800, east of the Service Building. The question is whether or not these cobble-fill contexts should be considered part of a single event—a post EO building; earlier than LA but later than EO?

A correlate of the fill deposits in B3108, B851, and B3041-44 might be the cobble layer filling in and covering the LM IIIC building between the MCB and D300 olive press rooms. This is D302.1-9 (D302 1-9 is Archaic fill, Mook 7/6/09) and D303. While much of D303 is likely to be LM IIIC in date and D302.1-11 will be eroded in parts with LA contamination, it is likely that the actual context of this fill is the same processes of in-filling during the Archaic modification of the slope.

B1514.1, 5; section of LA floor and floor packing/habitation debris across western side of trench (sondage), exposing an (possibly) earlier floor surface. Mook’s correction: this is actually a continuation of habitation debris/destruction material, going with B1513. 
Haggis note (6/27-28/11) B1513, B1514. 1 and 5 are probably floor and floor matrix with material from floor embedded in it—as well as occupation debris for a possibly earlier floor (B1514.1 bottom and B1515 top. That is the contents of B1514.1 and .5 consist of occupation debris from an earlier surface, and packing for the LA floor. I suspect that material from the LA surface and earlier phases of use was embedded and filtered through the surface itself into the packing.

B1514.2-.4 and B1515 are indistinguishable. The matrix consists of a deep layer of silty phyllite clay, which I take as floor packing—essentially a leveling fill.

B1516 consists of eroding bedrock and cobble fill, forming the foundation for wall B711 and B1507, and the west wall of B1500. The north wall, B1507 has some largish stones as foundations, penetrating to bedrock.

B1514.2-4 excavation of the earlier floor and packing exposing B1515 top.
B1515 floor and packing (post quem EO?). B1515 exposed at bottom of B1514 is probably the original Archaic (Early Archaic surface) going with the original south wall and the doorway and pivot in the west wall (northwest corner).

B1516 Archaic fill and floor packing; it is interesting that the material is largely EIA, except in pails (2, 8, 10-12) along the south wall (B711), which I think represents fill within a trench formed from moving destroying and moving wall B711 southward, blocking the original doorway into B700. This structural change should coincide with the construction of the second Archaic floor, B1514.2-4 (B1514. 1 and 5 bottom). 

B700 storeroom (LA destruction)
B1201 topsoil and slope wash debris
B704 scarp on top of and behind wall B703 (LM IIIC-O); possible Archaic cobble packing (B704.9-10 and B708).
B705, B710 upper reaches of wall collapse (with EIA pottery collapsing from occupation layers and packing east of wall B703).

B718 wall collapse and roofing material—highest level of tumble contained by all the walls.
B721 and 

B722 roofing material and habitation debris on floor surface (LA destruction) 
B724.1 section of LA floor (B722 bottom) and packing; occupation debris on earlier A floor surface (Archaic) goes with early doorway and pivot.
B724.2-4 earlier Archaic floor and packing. 
B722 bottom and B724 bottom (B725) probably represent a buildup of floor surfaces in late 7th-6th century or the latter, B722 bottom, is a phase of remodeling in the sixth century coinciding with structural changes in B1500. B724.2-4 and B725 should provide a terminus post quem for the earliest Archaic floor.

B725 Archaic floor packing—intruding on LM IIIC and FN occupation debris

B726 FN occupation debris on floor surface

B728 FN packing and surface superimposed on earliest FN surface
Nb. Both B725 and B726 have LM IIIC material, suggesting the obliteration of EIA surfaces and buildings during the Early Archaic construction phase.

B1200 storeroom (?) possibly goes out of use in sixth century
B1201 topsoil
B1202-B1203 wall collapse

B1205.2 wall collapse and roofing material (with some burnt debris)

B1207 habitation debris and roofing material on floor surface (Archaic) within room; some evidence of burning but no unequivocal burnt destruction

(B1205.1, B1206, and B1208 eroded roofing material over and outside (west) of wall B1211).

B1209 floor packing (for B1207 bottom) and occupation debris on earliest Archaic floor surface (Early Archaic; Orientalizing?)
B1210 Archaic floor and floor packing and construction of Archaic walls 
B1212 LM IIIC occupation material on floor surface (B1212 bottom).

B1213 LM IIIC floor and packing in west, and FN occupation debris

B1215.1-4 FN occupation material on latest FN floor surface
B1216 FN occupation debris on surface

B1217 FN occupation debris on surface

B1218 packing for earliest FN surface

B1700 Archaic courtyard, built over EIA and FN buildings; also Archaic room and street to the southwest and below courtyard. 
B1700 courtyard space on top of EIA and FN occupational layers

B1701  topsoil
B1702 wall collapse (LA?); roofing material and burnt debris evident; eroded on south (B1702.1 is the north area; B1702.2 the south; B1702.3 wall cleaning)

B1703 silt or wash-like layer on the south and western areas of trench, drawn as below B1701; while it is defined as slope wash the consistency of the surface recovered and the conditions of cultural material suggests an exposed surface; it along with B1704 (in part) looks like an erosion of various surfaces (B1706).
B1704 on east, esp. NE corner. Beginning of Archaic dump (closed by B1702), first exposing the ring of stones (B1705) defining the mandible deposit.
B1704 south of wall B1705, occupation debris.

B1706.1-.2 occupation material directly on Archaic surface, on top of which wall B1705 is constructed and presumably the dumped debris of B1704 and B1707.

B1706.3 floor packing for surface at bottom of B1706.2 (LG post quem?)

B1707 Archaic (LA?) dump on top of EIA habitation material. B1707 is a continuation of B1704 in NE corner, contained by ring of stones B1705. It is a dump or midden of animal bones (mostly sheep/goat mandibles), burned debris, carbon, cooking wares. Pails 1-3 have Archaic pottery, while pails 4-5 are LG-O, suggesting that the dump was built on or cut into the EIA surface 

(B1707.4-5 bottom surface=B1706.3 bottom, and B1711 bottom) (LG-EO?)
B1708 I cannot locate this locus easily—EIA-EO pottery collected on surfaces underlying B1703 in the south, and B1706 in the north.  This is likely to be LG-EO occupation debris.

B1711 (W and S of B1705) habitation debris on LG floor surface—preserved between B1705, B1719 and B1720.  This floor surface goes with the pillar base and floor surfaces exposed at bottom of B1707 and B1706.4-.5).
B1712 floor packing for LG surface, and occupation debris for LM IIIC floor surface at bottom (LM IIIC).
B1713 LM IIIC floor and packing on top of FN occupation debris.
B1714 (under B1711 in south) FN occupation debris mixed with LM IIIC.

B1715 FN habitation debris on surface (pails 1 and 2 north of B1711 scarp; pails 6-7 between walls B1719 and B1722)
B1717 FN habitation debris on surface (south of wall B1720)
B1718 FN habitation debris on surface
B1700 Archaic Room (underneath olive tree). Only a small area of the room has been excavated—northern half.  The presence of two schist work platforms and a number of ground-stone tools suggests processing of some kind. Loci B1724, B1725, B1727 and B1729 look like silt layers or gradual erosive deposition—post abandonment erosion and deposition of material from upslope; the loci contain a good deal of FN, LM IIIC, and/or EIA material, but no tangible surfaces or regular indications of destruction deposition.

B1731 Archaic street packing and fill on bedrock.  This is described as fairly loose gravelly clay with some dense “clay” and “tumble” stone inclusions, excavated down to bedrock. This has the character of the packing for the surface (B1726 bottom) and Archaic cobble fill.  While it is eroded, especially at the far western edge (B1731.4, 7, and 8 and perhaps pail 5), Galligan was able to control the contamination on the terrace edge. The material is consistent with Archaic fill—slag fragments and considerable EIA pottery (Mook’s notes have “A, LM IIIC, LG?, and O”).  
B2700 eroded slope west and below B3100
The pails of B2700 consist of slope wash and extremely eroded Archaic fill.
B2701 topsoil

B2702.1-2 slope wash

B2702—6 clearly eroded bedrock (rhegolithic debris) 

B2800 undetermined; possible food processing
This room, suffering the same erosion and plough-zone damage as B1600 and B3300, has preserved along its eastern side, where the floor is preserved, evidence of occupation debris and a consolidated floor surface—and evidence of LA destruction. While there are no preserved distinguishing features, the presence of stone tools in lower tumble and occupation levels could suggest food processing.
B2801 topsoil—eroded slope

B2802 slope wash on eroded slope (silt layer)
B2804 wall collapse—while upper and western edges of the stone tumble are both eroded and contaminated by H and later material, B2804. 4 and .5 preserve both occupation and traces of roofing material

B2804.4 wall collapse against east wall (no obvious H contamination)
B2804.5 roofing material with some wall collapse and occupation debris (carbon samples)
B2804. 6 cobble fill at western edge of room.
B2806 roofing material and habitation debris directly on floor surface (LA destruction?; this needs to be corrected).
Haggis notes (6/25/2011): 

B2804.6. This is an exposed patch of cobble fill—from EEG’s description (“small tumble or packing” and photos, this looks like typical Archaic cobble fill, but eroding on the western edge of trench and potentially contaminated by B2802-B2804.
B2806. The space of B2800 is definitely an occupation surface at the level of B2806—in the area of the preserved eastern half of the room; bone, shell, carbon, pottery, some pottery; trench master EEG notes that the room looks abandoned before destruction: “maybe the room was cleared out.” 
This seems to be pre LA-abandonment. To Mook: is there Late Archaic in B2806? The floor surface is unburned and relatively poorly consolidated, though has considerable amounts of cultural material.
The material to examine for the last use of the space/room would be B2806.1-.3, though she does hit packing at the western edge in pail B2806.3.

B2804.6 might be archaic cobble packing, but probably not uncontaminated given its exposed location.
B2900 undetermined; possible storage
This narrow room has the look of A1500, B400, and perhaps A2200—a narrow storage room tucked behind a spine wall, between the wall and the bedrock, which appears to have been modified for wall bedding as well as use (as shelf or table). There is no obvious destruction (typical LA burning, which might suggest that the space had gone out of use before the LA—pending confirmation of date of floor.
     Nb: The upper areas of this trench extend outside the parameters of the room B2900, extending especially to the northeast into the area of the olive tree and B1700.

B2901 topsoil and slope wash

B2902 (northeastern corner near wall B1716) slope wash with considerable EIA indicating erosion from adjacent areas with EIA occupation.

B2903 (under B2901) and

B2905 modern terrace fill on eroding bedrock contour

B2906 ancient slope wash (?) eroding from EIA levels upslope.

B2910 roofing material and habitation debris on bedrock shelf on east side of room.

B2911 (esp. 2-3) roofing material and habitation debris at eastern edge (at B1600 bulk line)

Nb: B2907 and B2909 consist of slope wash and wall collapse on and north of wall B2908.
Nb. Loci B1607 and B1609, excavated by Pak behind wall B1603 in the space of B2900 recovered EIA and FN pottery (possibly the same as B2910?).
Haggis notes (6/26/2011):
The stratigraphic sequence behind, and east of wall B1603 is pretty clear:

B1602 and B1607 consist of tumble levels, probably contaminated from the silting above and to the east.

B2912 appears to be roofing clay.

B2913, probably original occupation debris of this space, contained by and very likely contemporary with the original wall B1603.

B1600 undetermined; eroded condition (function uncertain)
B1601 topsoil and slope wash
B1604 wall collapse—but very loose in consistency and few largish stones reported (possible plough zone)
B1606 habitation material—the occupation debris and roofing clay are not well preserved, nor was a floor surface identified.  This level should be taken to contain occupation debris from the actual abandonment phase, although it looks as if the western wall, fallen away, allowed extreme erosion of roofing and habitation debris.  So while the entire matrix is within the plough zone—that is the western wall could have been removed during ancient or modern field clearing—it is possible that B1606 preserves a palimpsest of the original context, and B1608, remnants of the original floor packing. While the function remains uncertain, the work platform in the northeast corner is consistent with kitchens.
Haggis note on B1606 (6/21/11) possible early phase room (6th century?). Possible area gone out of use by the time of the LA destruction.
B1608 floor packing (possible Archaic fill)—gravelly fill and rhegolith on bedrock, exposed in sondage on western edge of the room. The material (FN-EIA) is most likely the remnants of earlier buildings along this terrace disturbed and forming the matrix of the Archaic fill and floor packing. 
Haggis notes (6/26/11):
B1604 This material is clearly an erosive silt layer. The surface at the bottom of 1604 was not well consolidated, but looks like it functioned with the west face of wall 1603, though the coursing of the wall is uneven, and tipped to the west. I suspect that wall 1603 goes with the original occupation surface B1606 bottom.
B1606 is definitely material on top of an occupation surface, on which was the stone work platform and it appears to have functioned with wall B1605. Neither the matrix nor surface is consistent with typical destruction contexts within interior spaces. The material was silty and gravelly throughout, and no well consolidated surface was discovered underneath, leading TM Pak to suspect that this was exterior space.

B1608, while Pack does not describe the matrix in detail, from the photograph the gravelly material, which she thought was pre-bedrock erosive debris, is not inconsistent with Archaic cobble fill. 

While this area (B1606) was likely to have been exterior space, I think it functioned with the rooms to the south, and was abandoned earlier than the early 5th c. horizon.

B3300 undetermined; food processing (possible kitchen)

Like its neighbors B1600 and B2800, B3300 is extremely eroded and within the disturbed plough-zone; H contamination of the upper levels of wall collapse and roofing material.  B3308 consists of roofing material and habitation debris directly on floor surface-with evidence of burning (LA? Destruction now well preserved or in evidence).


B3301 topsoil


B3302 slope wash


B3308 slope wash and start of ancient wall collapse (disturbed and surficial)


B3306 wall collapse and some roofing material (contaminated)

B3308 roofing material and habitation debris lying directly on floor surface—the floor surface has a built feature, a bench or work platform, and a concentration of burning immediately east of the bench was sufficiently localized to lead the TM Galligan to suggest an open hearth.
B3300 Haggis notes (6/25-26/11):
B3306. Ceiling debris and wall collapse; pails 2-5 with a lot of pottery (some 28-30 kilos) and animal bone. I suspect this is a combination of dumped debris and a continuation of silting-wash from above.

B3308. This is described as roofing material with stone tumble penetrating to the floor especially dense in the west and south of the room. She describes olive, pumice, pottery and bone, but relatively sparse near and on actual floor surface. The floor is well formed/consolidated across eastern area, and definitely seems founded and bound with walls B1605 and B3307.
B3308.1-.2. This material, while called roofing material is evidently still dense tumble, penetrating deeply into the room and lower levels.

B3308.3-.4 consist of the material directly on the floor surface. The latter was not well preserved or consolidated—EEG records a lot of pottery, but few objects, and only on area of burning, associated with the built feature, she thought might have been a heart.
 Mook records “LA” in this locus (reconsider?). Like B2800, however, there is no obvious destruction debris, or distinctive patterns of variegated burning, and I wonder if the volume of clay stone and occupation debris throughout B3306 and B3308 might not be dumped debris, collecting from adjacent areas during 6th and early 5th. If there is LA material in the last pass across floor surface, then the horizon destruction is possible.
The material to examine for the last use of the floor would be B3308.3 and B3308. 4.

LA surface is not preserved throughout most of this room, while LA pottery is found, it appears as if the LA surface was originally above the level of the preserved level of the LG walls and was removed during the Hellenistic remodeling phase. B3507.5 bottom, which exposed the firedog and pig bones (in SE corner of room), should be the level of the original Archaic surface, perhaps preserved only in a patch along the E and SE corner of the room. The problem with B3507 and subsequently excavated B3514 is that they fail to isolate the extant LA surfaces—or even distinguish between LA and H horizontally (this was neither feasible nor possible). The concentration of pig bones was found directly on a patch of floor surface—presumably LA—at the base of the E and S walls of B3500 (only partially preserved).
