I: Have you ever heard about PREP medication?
P: PREP?
I: yeah, PREP.
P: Yes.
I: What did you hear about it?
P: I heard that it helps those people who have been raped or had an accident to prevent them to get HIV. But it is effective before two or three days, I guess.
I: That one should be PEP. What I am asking now is PREP.
P: PREP?
I: Yeah. 
P: [Laugh]. Are they different?
I: Yes. PEP is the one which works to those who had an accident, or you have been raped or you feel like you had sex with an HIV person. So to prevent it you immediately come to the clinic for PEP treatment.  While PrEP which I am talking about is not yet in the country but in other countries are using it. But it will be here in the future. Those who take PrEP are those who had an HIV test but they found negative l, but they see themselves the chances of getting it are high according to what they are doing.  So they take PrEP treatment before it gets into the body to make the immune system to be so powerful that when the virus gets into the blood system it fails to multiply. As the result you prevent HIV. Therefore, PrEP is one of the ways of preventing HIV. So having heard my explanation about PrEP what is your level of interest in the drug, is it high, neutral, low or you don’t have any interest?
P: I would take it if I have the chances of getting HIV. 
I: So how is your interest on the medication, is it high or low?
P: I should say that it’s high.
I: It’s high, yeah?
P: Yes.
I: Okay. So why is it high?
P: Because it would not only help me but also other youth to be prevented from getting HIV.
I: (0.14). Okay. So what would frustrate you when you take this medication?
P: Mostly to those youths who stay with their parents, they would be asked why they take medication daily.
I: (0.16). Okay. Is there any other frustration on this medication?
P: No. that’s it.
I: Okay. How would you compare between the use of condoms and PREP?
P: I should say that PREP is better than the condom because you would not realize when the condom bursts, so you can get HIV there. 
I: (0.11). Okay. So as you heard about it, how do you look at when one or both of you in a relationship or in marriage is taking this medication, how would one feels over the other about that?
P: Mostly you may doubt each other if you do not understand each other otherwise it is a very good way that would assist both of you to prevent from getting HIV.
I: So according to you, it would not bring any problem into your relationship or marriage?
P: No.
I: Okay. What if you started taking this medication you find that it is affecting you like you start experiencing dizziness, or vomiting, would you continue taking it?
P: No I would stop because people at home might speculate your pregnancy. 
I: You can stop it?
P: Laugh]. Yeah.
I: Okay. When these medications are coming, how do you think should pack them so that the youth should welcome it and take it without any fear?
P: like its packaging?
I: Yes.
P: they should not be different from these normal medications.
I: Okay. Where should be they packed, in bottles, packets or capsules?
P: Mostly they should be put in bottles for easy care.
I: What about what would be the best place to deliver this medication?
P: Here at Girl Power clinic.
I: Okay. As I already said, PrEP needs to be taken every day, what can we do to help the youth remember to take their medication daily?
P: The nature of the medication should be like making a person to need food after taking it.
I: So the help there should be on food, yeah?’
P: Yes.
I: Is there anything else?
P: No. I should say that’s it.
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
