I: Mmh, okay. Have you ever heard about Prep? 
P: PrEp?
I: Mmh 
P: (silence)
I: You have never heard of it? And have you ever heard about Pep? 
P: No 
I: You have never heard of it? Okay. PrEp is a new drug that is coming on the market; this medicine is being used to help people prevent HIV. This medicine is being taken by people who were tested and are negative, but feel that “the way I see my life it is at risk, such that at any time I can get HIV, so I want to protect myself”. So they take one pill a day. So what happens is that when the medicine is in your body, it makes your blood active so that the virus doesn’t settle or multiply in your body, by doing that the person cannot get HIV.
 At the same time someone who already has HIV/AIDS, who is already positive, cannot take this medicine as a cure, no, or like ARVs, no. This is for someone who hasn’t taken those, but they aren’t found in Malawi, but it seems like it is coming soon. So we would like to know from you the youth, would you be interested in this medicine?  
P: It will depend on the time 
I: What will it depend on? As of now, just hearing about this medicine, has it interested you or not? 
P: As of now, I can say no, because I don’t have the risk of getting HIV and maybe at that time if it came, maybe I would have the risk because maybe there would be a high risk or a medium risk of getting HIV, s 
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
