CRC treatment that could indirectly impact behavioral management of risk factors (e.g., peripheral neuropathy making physical activity challenging) or
drug exposure that might more directly impact CVD risk (e.g., bevacizumab, a chemotherapy agent used to treat metastatic disease is associated with

Hypertension, a CVD risk factor).
