I: So have you ever heard about drugs called PEP?
P:  No.
I: PEP is medication that is taken when a person has been exposed like you have been raped or you have had sex with an infected person; so you take the medication soon after the exposure so that you can protect yourself from contracting the virus, right? 
P:  Yes.
I: So, now, there is a new drug; this drug is called PrEP. This is a daily pill that is taken before you are exposed to HIV. The aim is to protect against HIV acquisition. This is a type of ARVs but it is taken before acquisition of the virus. Yah, so this pill is taken daily in order to protect HIV infection. Right?
P:  Yes.
I: Having explained to you, now I want to ask you about this drug; If PrEP is available, can you be willing to take it or not, what is your interest?
P: I can be willing if I have noticed that my boyfriend has started behaving in a promiscuous way.
I: MH… What can you like about PrEP?
P:  It is interesting because you are like protecting yourself against the infection right?
I: MH… What fears or worries can you have about PrEP?
P:  It is like…. If you miss… is that not a problem?
I: You can be worried about forgetting to take it right?
P:  Yes.
I: PrEP is taken orally… How can you differentiate using PrEP and condoms to protect yourself from infections?
P: I feel like it is better to use condoms because with PrEP I can easily forget.
I: But you said sometimes you do have unprotected sex with your partner…. So what do you mean?
P: I mean that I can remember to use condom during sex but I may forget to take PrEP before or during sex.
I: What if your partner becomes aware that you are using PrEP, what effect do you think this can have on your relationship?
P: It can cause conflict if you cannot disclose to the person but if you can disclose to him it cannot cause any problems.
I: Imagine you have started using PrEP say in February and after using it, you find that you are experiencing drowsiness, can you continue taking it?
P: If it can continue, I can decide to consult the physician.
I: How would you want PrEP to be packed; like in what type of cartons or containers?
P: Like in what…?
I: So that they should help you store the drugs in a confidential place right? Maybe you may not want other people know that you are taking the drugs, so how would you want them stored so that you comfortably take them?
P: They should be packed in plastic packs like how they pack Panadol.
I: Why should they pack in plastic packs?
P: Because on cartons there are also instructions and if people can find them they can know that you are taking drugs for something but if they can pack in the plastic packs, they are general packs which have no specifications for a drug. 
P: And where would you like to get such drugs; like here at Girl Power or any other clinic?
P: They should be provided at any youth clinic like Girl Power or any other youth clinic so that the youths should be able to go to such youth clinics to access them. 
I: What support would you want to have so that you are able to remember taking the pills every day?
P: Maybe if they can be given as an injection; like they can provide it for a specific period like once a month so that if the person is fond of forgetting, once she gets the injection she can remember to go for another dose of the injection on a specific scheduled period. 
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
