I: Okay, that’s nice. What about... Have you ever heard about PREP medicine?
P: No.
I: You have never heard about it?
P: Yeah.
I: what about PEP, have ever heard?
P: No, I never heard
I: You never heard?
P: Yeah.
I: Okay. There is a certain drug called PREP that is very new on the market. In some other countries they have started using PREP but we still have not started in Malawi, but it will be here soon. PREP is a medication which helps to prevent HIV infection and is taken by people who have no virus. Like you who are HIV negative, if you want to prevent yourself from getting the HIV virus, you take one tablet of prep every day, in so doing, it makes your blood to be powerful even if the virus gets into your body it becomes weak and it doesn’t multiply hence you are preventing but people who take this kind of medications are those who see themselves at-risk of getting the disease in different ways, because everyone knows his/ her own ways, they might know, am I at risk or not. So those kinds of people who know that they are risk take PREP. So now that you have heard how this medication works do you have any interest on this medication?
P: No.
I: You cannot be interested with them?
P: Yeah.
I: Why?
P: because I only have one partner.
I: Because you have one partner?
P: Yes.
I: so what does it mean having one partner?
P: because right am at low risk, and when I come with my boyfriend for a test and find out he is also negative then there will be no need for that because we have to chance of acquiring the disease.
I: no reason of getting any disease—how about as of now, as you have not yet had the test, you don’t know his status?
P: that is, we will continue using condoms.
