I: Okay. So, have you ever heard of the medicine called PEP?
P: PEP? No.
I: PEP is the medicine you drink, for example when you have been raped, and you do not know the status of the person who has raped you. So they give that medicine so that the virus does not multiply in the body. So there is also medicine called PREP. So you drink PEP when things have happened but PREP when things have not happened. So it is a medication that you take daily when you start. PREP only helps that the day you have sex with someone who has the virus, you should not get it. So I want to ask you, if you knew about PREP in the past, would you have been interested to use this medication?
P: Yes I would have been very interested.
I: Why are you saying this?
P: Because I would have taking care of my body, because the person I was having sex with would have not giving me the disease but because I was taking the medication, they would have protected me.
I: I have explained to you about PREP, what is making you or what would make you happy about PREP.
P: What has made me happy?
I: Made you happy.
P: This is very wonderful because, you do not get the virus. (Noise in the background)
I: But if there were things that you would be worried about PREP, what would they be?
P: I wouldn’t be worried, because you have said you take them daily, but as long as you are protecting your body so that it should be fine, because you can meet someone who has the disease and they can give it to you which is not good, but if you drink the medicine knowing that you are protecting your self is a good thing.
I: How can you differentiate, using PREP and using male condoms?
P: short laugh, PREP is good, because it you might wear a condom and it gets torn without expecting it and they can give you the virus but if you had that medication even when the condom got torn you would not get the virus.
I: umm, for instance let’s just say, the first month you have started taking the PREP medication, and you sometimes feel dizzy, and other different side effects, would you continue even though you were getting dizzy when you take.
P: I would continue, because every medication at the beginning you find some problems, but when you get used to them, and they get into you.
I: Okay, so explain to me, how can they package them? So that you can be able to keep them secretly, how should they put them?
P: They should be putting them in a bottle.
I: bottle? What kind of bottle?
P: The way it is for medication, then putting in cotton so that air should not pass, then close properly.
I: Properly?
P: Yes
I: umm. So if there was PREP, would you want to collect it here at the Girl Power Hospital or other hospitals?
P: I would also get here if the medication was there.
I: You would also get here?
P: Yes
I: umm, would you need encouragement to drink it daily?
P: Yes
I: What kind of encouragement?
P: My encouragement, I would be coming daily to get the medication because I want them to help in my body, so there is need to do things with courage so that, that thing can be good for you.
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
