I: Have you ever heard about drugs called PEP?
P: Yes.
I: What is it?
P: I heard that it is a drug that prevents someone from getting HIV. For example, if a girl is raped, she is told by the doctors not to go for shower. So she is given those drugs and she is supposed to take them within 48 hours from the time that she was rapped and so she can't be infected. 
I: There has come another kind of drugs known as PREP. PREP is a drug that is taken in advance before one is exposed to the HIV virus. It is taken daily, and when one is exposed, it prevents the virus from multiplying in the body. 
P: So it helps to prevent?
I: Yes, it is like PEP. The difference is that PEP is taken when one has for example been raped, while PREP is taken before you even are raped, but for someone who is HIV positive, he takes ARVs. But if you are HIV negative but you are just afraid of contracting HIV, or maybe you know that you stand a high risk of getting HIV, you then take PREP.
P: OK.
I: You now understand?
P: Yes.
I: OK, in case you have been given an opportunity to start taking PREP, can you use it?
P: Yes I can.
I: Why do you say so?
P: It can help me never to contract HIV/AIDS.
I: OK.
P: But I need to ask, doesn't it have any side effects?
I: Wait, we will come to that later.
P: OK.
I: Effects after taking drugs vary from one person to another. Same drug taken can cause a particular effect to a person, but not to the other. It's the same as with ARVs, to some, nothing happens, to others, they say it affects them. In case you take PREP, and in the very first month, you start feeling dizzy, can you continue?
P: No.
I: OK. So, for PREP, is there anything that you have liked about it?
P: Yes, it is like a preventive measure for me not to contract HIV.
I: Do you have any concern about PREP? 
P: But I think it can cause some other disease.
I: Considering that you are just taking the drugs but you are not sick?
P: Yes.
I: Ok, can you compare PREP to condoms. 
P: No, the reason is, with condoms, we just wear, but with PREP, we swallow like pills.
I: Can it have any sexual effects to you in regards to your sexual life?
P: I somehow think that PREP is not a good drug because one can just be having sex with different people knowing that they take PREP.
I: What packaging material would you prefer PREP to be in?
P: In small bottles, whether white or grey, but not in big bottles.
I: Small so that you should be able to hide it?
P: Yes.
I: OK. Now tell me, would you prefer PREP to be found here at Girl Power, or all the other clinics so that you should be able to go there as well any time that you want?
P: But I would prefer in all other clinics so that everyone should have an equal chance of receiving. Also, boys who don't come here should have that same chance.
I: But do you know that we treat people of all sorts here even those who are not in the study?
P: Yes, I know. But not boys. Can boys also come?
I: Yes, to receive the services together with their partners, but they cannot be part of the study.
P: Ok. I only know about girls that even if they are not in the study, they can come and receive the services. 
I: Sure. In case you are taking PREP, is there any support that you would want to be given?
P: The drugs should be sufficient so that people should feel comfortable to come and ask for it.
I: But you personally, in case you have the drugs at home, can you need any support, say reminders from Girl Power for you to be taking the drugs? Can you remember this yourself?
P: I can be remembering. I can be setting an alarm. In cases where my phone is out of reach, I can then ask Girl Power to be reminding me.
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
