R: No

R: We just don’t talk about it
I: So you don’t talk about it don’t you know that this disease is there?
R: We know.
I: So why don’t you talk about it as a family regarding prevention?
R: There is no one interested in discussing the issue with the friend.
I: Why? Is there anything you are scared of?
R: [chuckles] no.
I: There is nothing you are scared of?
R: Yes
