I: I want to ask you if you have heard about a drug called PrEP?
P: mmm no I have not.
I: PrEP is a way for people who do not have HIV to prevent it. PrEP are pills that you take every day that contain some of the medicine found in ARV’s. If you have PrEP in your body and you are exposed to the HIV virus, the PrEP medicine in your body will stop the virus from being able to multiply in your body. People who are HIV positive cannot take PrEP instead of ARV’s and People who are HIV negative cannot take ARV’s instead of PrEP.
P: Ok
I: After hearing that, how interested would you be in trying it, if you were offered a chance to try PrEP?
P: I would be interested.
I: Why do you say that?	
P: Because you have said that you take the medicine before getting infected so if you have sex with someone who is positive, you cannot be infected.
I: What is it about the medicine that would be appealing to you? 
P: What would be appealing is that I can protect myself.
I: What would be of concern to you? 
P: I cannot have any concern.
I: How can you compare using PrEP and using Condoms?
P: The difference would be that although there are male and female condoms available, not many women are able to use female condoms, whilst this medicine, everyone can use it and can be protected.
I: How might it affect your relationship with your sexual partner? 	
P: It cannot bring any problems, except for maybe when not using condoms, it may result in pregnancy.
I: Would you still be interested if in the first month you experience some side effects such as dizziness, would you continue taking the medicine?	
P: Maybe, I can come to explain what am facing.	
I: How would you want the medicine to be packaged so that you can keep them private?	
P: In cartons.	
I: Would you rather get this medicine here at Girl POWER or at other clinics?	
P: I would prefer here, because most of us girls say that we protect ourselves but we don’t so it will be good to have access to the medicine.
I: So you would want the medicine to be found at Girl POWER clinic?
P: Yes.
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
