I: What did you hear about PREP?
P: I just heard that there are drugs known as PREP, but I don’t know why they are taken and what cure they do in the body. 
I: PREP is a drug that prevents one from contracting HIV / AIDS. PREP is taken every day. Inside of PREP are sub drugs that are similar to ARV’s. What happens when you are taking PREP is that in case you have sex or have been raped by someone who is HIV Positive he does not infect you. Your body is already protected. But if you are HIV Positive, you don’t need to start taking PREP, but rather you take ARVs. 
P: Ok. 
I: Now, I want to ask you something, in case you have been given an opportunity to take PREP, or there is a chance that PREP is easily found, would you feel free to take?
P: I can feel free to take because you never know what you can come across.  Say for example, if thieves break in your house, it is us girls who are on a very high risk of being raped. Thieves cannot rape your brother. So the way you have explained to me about PREP, I think it is good to take because you cannot contract HIV / AIDS.
I: What have you liked most about PREP?
P: The fact that you can always have immunity in your body. 
I: How about something that you can be worried about PREP? 
P: Nothing.
I: Nothing?
P: No.
I: How can you differentiate between PREP and the use of condoms? 
P: I cannot differentiate between the two because condoms prevent from contracting HIV / AIDS as well as pregnancy; while PREP prevents from HIV / AIDS as well, and pregnancy, that’s what you said?
I: But not on pregnancy. 
P: So I can say that they are still similar because if one is taking PREP and Contraceptive measures, you can be safe from both pregnancy and HIV / AIDS and that will be as good as using a condom. 
I: So what you are saying is, if you are using Contraceptive measures, PREP and condoms will perform similarly?
P: Yes.  
I: Do you think PREP can bring some problems as regards sex?
P: Yes, especially if the person who takes PREP does not use Contraceptive measures because you can forget that PREP doesn’t prevent one from getting pregnant, and then you can end up becoming pregnant. 
I: In case you are taking PREP, and let’s say in the first month of use, you feel dizzy, can you keep on using it?
P: No. I can firstly come to the clinic, in case there can be a substitute drug. And I can follow the instructions given.  
I: In what sort of packaging material would you like PREP to be packed so that it should be a confidential thing?
P: It should be packed in simple boxes, similar to the ones that are used when packing lip stick so that people should not notice that it is PREP.
I: Would you personally love if PREP was given here at Girl Power, or elsewhere? 
P: Elsewhere as well so that girls in other places including those who participate in youth clubs should also have access to PREP.
I: Is there any help that you may need in case you are using PREP?
P: NO, I can’t need any further service. 
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
