Foreword

If I can be accused of having a hobby, it must be collecting family records.  It all started back in 1951 when we were living in Raleigh.  I took a neighbor with me one afternoon when I went to see Cousin Sue Whitaker.  I casually remarked, "One of our ancestors baptized Pocahontas."

Cousin Sue corrected me, "No, it was the brother of our ancestor."

Then she gave me some information and told me to write to Cousin Jewel 'Whitaker for more records.  She gave me almost the complete line. From time to time, other information has been added.

On "'Rebel Boast" day, we were in Enfield and went to see Cousin Jewel. She had a book, "Our Children's Ancestry by Sarah Cantey Whitaker Allen of Milledge​ville, Georgia. It was published in 1955 and is now out of print and not available. My sisters borrowed the book and told me to write a history of the Whitaker family.

In the Foreword Mrs. Allen says, "In grandfather's old papers there was a reference to Mrs. Betsy Whitaker, Enfield, North Carolina. I wrote to the Register of Deeds, Halifax, and was referred to Mrs. Mary Whitaker Hunter. Later I visited Enfield and much information was revealed through the kindness of Mrs. Hunter and other members of the family.

"When my daughter was in London, she visited the library of the British Museum. From a book entitled, 'The History of the Parish of Whalley by Thomas Dunham Whitaker, she copied interesting data concerning early branches of the Whitaker family."

She names other sources of information. This book is a gift to Miss Jewel in -appreciation of her help, perhaps the same things she had given me before She continues, "In order that this information might not be lost, I decided to write the present volume. Due to my failing eyesight, my granddaughter, May Moore, has been my amanuensis in the work.

"Much of the information included is not my own. My attempt to organize the book parallels that of Reverend Robert Nowell Whitaker, the son of Dr. Thomas Dunham Whitaker. Either he compiled the book from notes written by his father, or his daughter produced the book in her father's name. On the outside is a quotation applicable to the present volume:

"'I have culled me a poise of other men's flowers

And naught but the string, that binds them is ours."'

That is a quotation that should go on all my records. It is obtained from so many sources, and one-writer copies from another.

Since Mrs. Allen frankly copied from others, I shall feel free to copy just a little, here and there, from her book. This is strictly for my own use. If I wished to have it printed; I would ask permission, just as she undoubtedly did.

The Holme

There are a number of theories regarding the origin of the name of Whitaker. One is that the Whitakers are of-an ancient landed gentry. The old family estate was called Whitacarfield. Some researchers have advanced the theory that the name Whitgar derived from the name Whitgar, which was the home of a nephew of Cedrick, King of the West Saxons. 

The early Whitakers were very particular in the spelling of the name, "Whitacar," on account of the immense estate coming to their name. Later the "car" was changed to "ker."

There were numerous families of Whitakers in England. The present writer is of the Holme line. This sketch, therefore, will be confined to this line.

From the pedigree of the family we find Thomas Whitaker mentioned first. He is the first of the line to live at the Holme.

"Holme, like most of the ancient structures in the neighborhood, was originally built of wood; the centre and eastern wings were rebuilt, as appears by a date remembered in the plaster of the wall, either in the year 1603 or before. The west end remained of wood until the year 1717. The house has become by successive alterations not an inconvenient habitation.  In the hall is a portrait of Dr. Thomas Dunham Whitaker and one of Dr. William Whitaker.

"In the view of the Holme the tree peering over the middle of the house is a large yew. By tradition and by nice inspection of -"he concentric circles where a vast branch broke off some years ago, it has been traced with some probability to the year of the birth of William Whitaker, 1547. "

The ancient home of the Whitakers is now the property of Lieutenant Colonel

Francis Hastings Macnamara.  The last Whitaker to hold the estate was Mrs. Master Whitaker, great-granddaughter of the Reverend Thomas Whitaker.

The mansion was originally built of wood. That is, the framework would be of massive oak, and the intricacies filled in with brick or stone rubble.  The effect is a thing of great beauty and most durable.  It was the recognized style or architecture of the period.  Cheshire and Lancashire are noted for their wonderful old timbered houses.  The old Holme of 1431 would be such a house.

The center and eastern wings were rebuilt about 1603, since the house, as, it stands today, is a fine example of Elizabethan domestic architecture.  The ground plan is in the form of a capital; letter E. It is obvious that this was in honor of the great queen.  Houses built in the reign of the Henrys were in the form of H.


The Whitaker's ancestral home is located in the township of Cliviger. Cliviger is at the southeast extremity of the parish of Whally.  A parish is the smallest administrative division, which looks after the maintenance of the church. The Parish of Whalley is located in the county of Lancashire, England.

VI. 3. William Whitaker, D.D., Master of St. John's College, Cambridge, born 1547, died 1595

William was born in the first year of the reign of Edward VI.

At the age of twelve he was taken by his uncle, Alexander Nowell, and placed in a nearby school.  As soon as the natural coarseness of  native dialect and the bashfulness of his native manners had boon done away with, and he had developed a better taste in classical composition, he was admitted to Trinity College, Cambridge.  His situation at Trinity brought him into close contact William Cecil (Lord Burleigh) and

Dr. John Whitgift, afterward Archbishop of Canterbury, who became master

of the college in 1567.  His exercises for the degrees in arts afforded him the first opportunity of displaying that acuteness and strength of intellect, that facility, if not consummate elegance, in the Latin language, which raised him to the theological chair.  In 1573 he further exhibited his classical attainment by translating his uncle's (Alexander Nowell's) catechism into Greek.  Fe received his B.D. in 1578. In February of that year he was installed as canon of Norwich Cathedral.


In February, 1587, William Whitaker was elected to the mastership of St. John's College, Cambridge.  He was then constrained to proceed to his last degree. (D.D.) In this station he continued more than eight years.


Dr. Whitaker was in doctrine a rigid Calvinist, and with respects to discipline, though conformable himself, yet somewhat too favorable to the Puritans.  On these accounts, he regarded everything that looked like popery with perfect abhorrence. (In an argument over the teaching-S of a man who later proved to be a Catholic, the Archbishop agreed more nearly with the culprit.) Dr. Whitaker, together with Dr. Tindale, then drew up the famous Nine Articles.

           This was the last act of his life.  Much study, grout anxiety, a winter journey, and neglect of proper accommodations brought on a fever, which led to his death, December 4, 1595, in the forty-eighth year of his age.  A son was born two days after his death, and two weeks later, his wife christened the child "Jabez," a name significant of the trying conditions of his birth.

No English divine of the sixteenth century surpassed Whitaker in the estimation of his contemporaries.  He was a man of acute and strong, understanding, exercised in the most difficult questions of theology; he was celebrated by his contemporaries for the mildness of his style.

In private life he was gentle and humane, fond of no bodily exercise except archery and angling and of no sedentary amusement but chess.

His uncle, Alexander Nowell wrote of him, "But his death was above all to the extreme sorrow, lose, and lacke of his poore wiffe, lyings in travell of chylde when her husband dyed and thereby with inward sorrowe of hart, not unlyke to dye herself, and now ye verie hardly recovered to weake health and many great difficulties by ye utter desolation of herself and of a great multitude of children, yonge and helplesse.  He hath left to his poore wiffe and children only riches of his bookes."
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William Whitaker married, to twice to women of respectable birth, but of Puritan principles. The first was Miss Culverwell. The second was Joan, widow of Dudley Fenner. The first wife had two brothers who were noted Puritan preachers. There were eight children. We do not know which was mother of any except Jabez, nor do we know order of their birth. Richard was a learned bookseller and printer of London. We know nothing of William, Samuel, Marie, and Frances. Alexander and Jabez came to this country.


Before we leave the English Whitakers, there are a few interestin​g facts: Sir Albert Edward Whitaker was "Gold Staff Officer" at the coronation of King George V. He has in recent years purchased old Scrooby and of it a memorial. Scrooby was the home of Brewster, who was for twenty years postmaster there. William Brewster and William Bradford were two of the leaders of the Pilgrim Fathers. They went with others to Holland, and afterward migrated as "Pilgrim Fathers" in the Mayflower and became founders of "New England."

VII. Alexander Whitaker, 1585-1617

Alexander was one of the "yonge and helpless" children left at death of his father. Although the family was in poverty, he received a liberal education, probably at expense of his Uncle, Alexander Nowell. In 1604, at the age of nineteen, he took his Master of Arts degree at St. John's College, Cambridge. He was received into the ministry and had a good parish in the northern part of England. In 1611, however, he gave it up to come to Virginia.

     The Rev.  Alexander Whitaker first settled at Jamestown. Soon Sir Thomas Dale, accompanied by three hundred and fifty men, pushed up the river and founded a new settlement, Henricopolis. He made another settlement called Bermuda Hundred. Whitaker served both

In 1616 Dale returned to England, but Whitaker resisted the temptation to go with him. In 1617 the gentle, earnest Whitaker, known to History as "The Apostle to Virginia," was accidentally drowned in the James River. He was probably crossing from Bermuda Hundred to Henrico. Alexander Whitaker is the author of "Good News from Virginia" published in England. Although this is not considered real literature, it was the First Book written on American soil.
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Whitaker's Magna Carta Added to Hanes Collection

The Rare Book Room of Louis Round Wilson Library at the University of North Carolina has recently made two major acquisitions which have been added to the Hanes Collection.

One is the Magna Carta, printed in London in 1816 by John Whitaker, a famous English printer. The other is "Thc Works of Geoffrey Chaucer" edited by A. W. Pollard and published in eight volumes at Stratford, England by the Shakespeare Chad Press.

The Great Charter, printed in the original Latin, is on 11 vellum leaves printed in gold gothic lettering. Bordering each leaf are colorful hand-painted portraits of kings, barons and coats-of-arms.


Hand-painted portraits of King John and the Prince Regent, later George IV, precede the text.


Bound in full contemporary red morocco, the work covers arc designed in heavy gilt similar to a stained glass window.

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                In lieu of cargoes of bilfer and gold for which the early Virginia colonists diligently searched but failed to find in the bays and 

inlets of the Chesapeake -the ships of the Virginia Company wore loaded with chip timbers cedar black walnut, and 

clapboards. For Jamestown, the first Permanent colony in America, was established a commercial enterprise. Much of the 

hardship was due to the fact that rest of the early colonists were gentlemen, unaccustomed to such hard labor an was 

required to obtain such cargoes. Though primarily concerned with trade, the members of the company were from the first 

interested in promoting religion among the colonists as well in the conversion of the Indians. Spain, the chief Roman Catholic nation of the world had colonial empire in the New World. Hand in hand with the conquerors had gone their missionaries and tens of thousands of the natives had been won to at least a nominal acceptance of Catholic Christianity. 

Should not England, the leading Protestant nation, do as much?

Among the 105 colonists who landed on the shores of the James in Virginia, on May 13, 1607, was Robert 

Hunt the chaplain. He probably died in the year 1608.

In 1609 a new charter was granted to the Virginia Company, independent of the Plymouth Company. The first 

governor under the new charter was Lord de La Marr or Delaware. Not being able to come out immediately, he sent Sir 

Thomas Gates as his deputy. During his absence of Deputy Governor Gates, Sir Thomas Dale was in charge of the time 

from 1611 to 1616. With Dale came Rev. Alexander Whitaker whose zeal in the cause of Christianity won him the title 

"Apostle to Virginia."

Through the energy of Dale, new settlements were formed 70 miles up the James. One was given the name Henrico 

in honor of Prince Henry of Wales, while the other was called New Bermuda. Here churches were formed. Whitaker was 

in charge of the New Bermuda church, while Mr. Wickam was under Whitaker in the Henrico church.
Of all the early ministers in Virginia, we know the most concerning Alexander Whitaker. He vas the son of Dr. William 

Whitaker, Reguis Professor of Divinity at Cambridge, and one of best know of Puritan clergy of his day. (Regius, applied to 

professors in British university who hold chairs founded  by the sovereign.) Alexander Whitaker left a pleasant parish in the 

north of England "with out persuasion (but God's and his own heart) and to the wonder of his own kindred, and the 

amazement of all that knew him, undertook this hard but heroical resolution to go to Virginia and helpe bear the name of 

God unto the Gentiles." Seventy miles up the James he built his parsonage, "a faire framed house", and a hundred acres 

was impaled for a glebe. (A portion of land belonging to an ecclesiastical benefice.) Thus he became the first country 

parson and missionary in Virginia. 

In 1613 there was published in London a pamphlet entitled "Good Newes from Virginias sent to the Counsel and 

company of Virginia, resident in  England, from Alexander Whitaker, Minister of Henrico in Virginia," which is part of a 

sermon he had preached from the text, "Cast they bread upon the waters: for after many days thou shalt finde it." To this 

is added a. description of the country and the Virginia Indians, and a plea is made for men and money "who may venture 

their persons hither, and here not only sere God but helpe those poor Indians'. A :few years later in writing to a friend in 

London he said, " I much more muse, that so few of out English ministers that were so hot against he Surplis and 

subscription, come hither where neither are spoken of." This is a clear indications that Puritan notions prevailed in Virginia. 

This good man worked faithfully till his death in 1617, which came by drowning in the James.
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Through the influence and labors of Whitaker the first Indian convert was won to Christianity in the person of Pocahontas. All are familiar with the story of her rescue of Captain John Smith from death, to which he had been condemned after his capture by the tribes which her father, Powhatan, was the ruler. Largely through her familiar influence a treat was made between the English and the Indians, and the princess became a familiar figure around Jamestown. After Smith’s departure the Indians again became hostile, but Pocahontas retained her affection for her white friends, although she was no longer permitted to visit them. In the spring of 1613 she was taken captive by Capt. Argall and held as hostage for the release of some English captives, which the Indians had taken in the course of the war. The princess was turned over the Highs Marshall Dale for safekeeping, who evidently took her to his plantation on the upper James, where she was near Alexander Whitaker and from whom she received religious instruction. Within a few weeks she was willing to renounce her Indian superstitions and accepted Christian baptism, receiving the name Rebecca (Baptized by Whitaker). 

But Whitaker and Dale were not the only Englishmen interested in the Indian princess and her progress in Christianity. John Rolfe, one of the most progressive of the young planters, and the first to produce tobacco for export, and was a widower, was soon in love the enchang9tnt maiden and he confesses, that in her “my hartie and best thoughts are so entangled, and enthralled in so intricate at laborinth, that I was even awearied to unwinde myself thereout.” Nor did he ever succeed in unwinding himself, for on first of April, 1614, he and the princess Pocahontas were married at James town, the old chief Powhatan giving his reluctant consent and sending a brother and two sons to witness the ceremony. (Whitaker officiated at wedding.)

Two years later Pocahontas sailed for England, accompanied by her husband, her young son Thomas Rolfe and Sir Thomas Dale. With them went ten or twelve Indian youths who were to be educated in England. Here she met her old friend, Cpt. John Smith. She was introduced at court to the king and queen where we are told she “carried herself as the daughter of a King” and was received everywhere with respect by “divers person of honor.” In the early part of 1617 she was about to return to Virginia with her husband who had been appointed secretary and recorder general of Virginia, when, in the language of the chronicler: “At her return towards Virginia she came to Cravesend to her grave, having given great demonstration of her Christian ceriti as the first fruits of Virginia conversion, leaving here a good memory and the hopes of her resurrection…”

One of the buildings in Williamsburg, Va. restored by John D. Rockefeller is the old Bruton Parish Chapel Church. In this church is a baptismal font found in the James River. It is said that guides “tell credulous tourists that it is the one used by Whitaker in baptizing Pocahontas.” 

VII. Jabez Whitaker 1595-1626. m. Mary, daughter of Sir John Bouchier and Dame Elizabeth Bouchier, (also spelled Bourchier) a very prominent family.

 In the records for the Virginia Company for 1620-1621 there are references to Jabez Whitaker. "Hee, having received notice of the good carriage of some psonnes in Virginia, was specially to recommend unto them one Mr. Jabez Whitaker, Lieutenant of the companies men, who had given a good account of the trust reposed in him."

Later this appeared: "Ffor so much as itt appeared yt Mr. Whitaker had obeyed the companies orders in buildinge a Guesthouse for entertaynment of Sicke psonns and for the relief and comforts of such cases come weake from Sea and allso begun to plant vines, corne, and such good commodities and rayled in 100 acres of ground, itt was moved yt a court would please to bestowe uppon him for his better encouragement in soe good a course. Whereupon it was agreed and ordered that hee should have two boyes sent him when the company shall be able and that the reward of tobacco allowed him by the government of Virginia be confirmed unto him."

Bruce says that this reference to the “rayled fence" is the first evidence of the use of the rail fence so well known today.  It is the opinion of the writer that the "Sickehouse” was, although crude enough, the first hospital on American soil.                                     


Jabez Whitaker was a member of the House of Burgesses in 1623, a member of the Council in 1626, also a Lieutenant-Captain in the Army.
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VIII.  William Whitaker, 1618-1662, was born in England.  The name of his wife is not known.


From 1649 to 1659 William Whitaker was a member of the House of Burgesses from James City County.  He is referred to as Major Lieutenant Colonel, 1656.  There are land grants to him in James City County; 1656, 90 acres; 1662, 90 acres.

William had two sons, William and Richard.  Little is known of William.

IX. Richard Whitaker 1645-1696. m. first, Miss Pyland, and second, Elizabeth.....

Richard Whitaker received a land grant in James City County in 1666 for 135 acres.  He held many public offices, member of House of Burgesses, sheriff.

Richard had one son, John.

They were married in Warwick County, Virginia, but soon moved to Halifax County, 'North Carolina, and settled on a plantation on Fishing creek about six miles from Enfield, on which plantation he is buried. (This is probably, the plantation now occupied by Pat Boyd Whitaker, widow of Lawrence Whitaker. She told me the original house was burned, and the present house built at later date, using doors and other parts saved from original house.)

They built Whitaker's Chapel.  This chapel, a Church of England, was first built of logs.  In 1776 the Methodists had a great revival in many counties in Virginia and two in North Carolina, Halifax being one of them.  Several Church of England chapels were used in this revival, among them.


The building of Whitakers, Chapel was told on page 5. On his third visit in 1804, Bishop Francis Asbury ordained Henry Bradford and others as deacons. December l19-20, 1828, twenty-six delegates met at Whitaker’s Chapel to form the North Carolina Conference of the Methodist Protestant Church, the first Conference of this new church.  Ministers present included: James Hunter, William Bellamy, Eli B. Whitaker, John F. Bellamy, Albriton Jones, Henry Bradford; local preachers: Aquilla Norman, Ira Norman; laymen: Exum Lewis, Absalom B. Whitaker, L.H.B. Whitaker, William E. Bellamy, John F. Bellamy, Eli B. Whitaker, Jr., James C. Whitaker, Wilson C. 'Whitaker, and Richard H. Whitaker.  Rev. Eli B. Whitaker was elected the first president of the Conference.


(We feel quite sure that Eli B. Whitaker was the son of Col. John Whitaker.  His son, Eli B. was probably too young.  The layman, Eli B. Whitaker, Jr., could have been the son of his brother James.  James Hunter married Martha Crowell, and Henry Bradford married her sister Sarah.  A daughter of John F. Bellamy married a son of James Hunter.  A son of John F. Bellamy married a granddaughter of James Hunter.  L.H.B. Whitaker married a daughter of James Hunter. Albriton Jones was for many years active in Old Union Church.  Dr. Ralph Hardee Rives of Enfield is a descendant of Rev. William Bellamy.  In the early 1830's several families of Halifax County--Branches, Bradfords, and Whitakers --went to Leon County, Florida, and settled near Tallahassee.  The community is now called Bradfordville.)


A third building was erected in 1850, and was moved across the road to its present location in 1880.  Religious services were held until about 1940. 


The cemetery was always cared for members of the family in the community, but the Chapel remained locked and desolate until Dr. Rives became intensely interested in Methodist Protestant history, and the important part played by Whitaker’s Chapel.

Through the efforts of Dr. Rives and the Whitakers, the Historical Society of the North Carolina Annual Conference held a service on Dec. 20, 1964, the 136th anniversary of that first conference.  It was decided to hold a service every third Sunday afternoon, inviting a different minister each month.

Through the generosity of J. Waldo Whitaker (P-5) the building was completely restored.  Through the efforts of Dr. Rives, the state erected a Historical Marker.  A homecoming service was held June 20, 1965 in the beautiful old church, and the marker was dedicated.

        J. Waldo Whitaker passed away the following April.  Members of the family placed in front of the church a brick base with a bronze plaque bearing this inscription: "This marker has been erected to the glory of God and in loving memory of J. Waldo Whitaker (1870-1966) and commemorating the organization of the North Carolina Conference of the Methodist Protestant Church.” Below are the names of the twenty-six delegates.


       Down in Port Arthur, Texas, Katherine Wall Coulbourn wrote the Register of Deeds of Halifax Co., asking for information on the Whitaker family.  He sent her the addresses of J. Waldo Whitaker and Ralph Hardee Rives. and so began her correspondence with Dr. Rives.  In September, 1966, Rev. Stewart Brodie preached in the Chapel.  Dr. Rives sent Mrs. Coulbourn a clipping, which stated that Mrs. Brodie (Helen Hunter) was a descendant of Eli B. Whitaker. (This was a mistake.  She is descended from his brother Cary.) Then Mrs. Coulbourn wrote Helen Brodie, my sister, and Helen gave the letter to me.

The letter said: I am a great-granddaughter of John Whitaker, son of Eli B. Whitaker.  I want proof that Eli B. Whitaker was the son of Col. John Whitaker.”

For some strange reason, my record had no mention of a son John. Then she sent me a Xerox copy of a letter from Eli B. Whitaker of Tallahassee, Florida, to his son John in Laurel Hill, Mississippi. STRAWBERRY HILL

Richard Whitaker and Elizabeth Cary were married in Virginia, but soon moved to North Carolina.  Richard acquired a very large tract of land in Halifax County and built his home about six miles from Enfield.  The original house has been burned.

Richard and Elizabeth Cary Whitaker had four daughters and three sons.  Our line comes through John.

Cary, a bachelor, built Strawberry Hill.  Late in life he married.  In his will he left the place to his wife for her lifetime, and then to his nephew, Dr. Cary, son of his brother John.

Dr. Cary Whitaker owned Centerville., His first child, Anna Marie, was born there.  When his uncle died, Dr. Cary bough the young widow's lifetime interest, and moved his family to Strawberry Hill.  This was after 1817.  The younger children were born there.  This is a part of the original plantation of Richard Whitaker .

From Dr. Cary it went to his son, John Simmons, known as Uncle Sim.  The home is now occupied by Waldo, Susie, and Lulie, youngest children of Sim, (Note: in the 1990s was owned by their nephew and his wife, Robert and Jane Whitaker.)

Strawberry Hill has several times been enlarged, and always kept in perfect condition.  The house is furnished with priceless antiques and every modern convenience.  On the walls hang original paintings by Susie Whitaker.

One small room in center of the house is known as the Cary Room, for in it are pictures of the innumerable Cary Whitakers.

The man in most old-fashioned style of dress is the first Cary, builder of the house.  Then there is the next owner, Dr. Cary.  The bearded young man in Confederate gray is the youngest son of Dr. Cary.  This is Captain Cary Whitaker,

of Co. D, 43rd Regiment, C. S. A.

Marker Unveiled at Whitaker's

Chapel Homecoming on June 18

       Several hundred people attended the Third Annual Homecoming at historic Whitaker's' Chapel, six miles east of Enfield on Sunday, June 18. Dr. Thomas A. Collins, President of North Carolina Wesleyan College, was the guest speaker for the service. Floral arrangements had been placed in the sanctuary in memory of the late Reverend Roland Clinton Stubbins  who was pastor of the chapel in 1918-1919 and again from 1924-1927.  These flowers placed by Mrs. Alex Hunt, Mrs. Myra F. Mann ,Miss Selma Fleming, and Mrs. James W. Lewis. Dr. Ralph Hardee Rives read a resume of the life and services of the Reverend Mr. Stubbins, which will appear in the Encyclopedia of Methodism.

       Following the morning worship service the congregation gathered at the front of

the chapel for the unveiling of a bronze marker recently erected there in memory of J. Waldo Whitaker, prominent Methodist benefactor and philanthropist, who per​sonally restored the chapel in 1965.  Robert A. Whit​aker, Jr., great-nephew of Mr. Whitaker unveiled the marker.  Dr. Rives read a, biographical sketch of Mr. Whitaker's life, which will also appear in the Encyclopedia of World Methodism. {As told by Susie Whitaker}


The Historic Site Division of the North Carolina Department of Archives and History erected a special highway marker at Whitaker's Chapel in 1965 which also notes the historical significance of the church which dates from 1740.

      Matthew and Elizabeth were parents of seven daughters and three sons.  Of the daughters, two died in

infancy.  The eldest son was Gough Whitaker II, born in 1795 and died in 1806, in his twelfth year. Dr. 

Matthew Cary Whitaker , II, 1801-1873, was never married.  He was a member of the General Assembly 

in 1846.

Page 202. Spier Whitaker I, was born in 1798. He was Attorney General of North Carolina 1842 46. After that removed to lowa and died there after the close of the War Between the States.

Spier Whitaker, son of the one just mentioned, was born in Enfield, March, 1841. Would have received his diploma from UNC in 1861 if he had remained till then. He left college in April and joined a company being raise. At Appomattox, he sheathed his sword and went to his father's home in Iowa. He studied law with his father, returned to NC in 1866 and settled in Enfield. He was Superior Court Judge 1890-94. Then he resumed the practice of law in Raleigh. He died in Raleigh in 1901.
