Kerri thinks this event will draw a large crowd that is generally not targeted by Women’s Center.

A suggestion was made to approve the event for $3000, keeping in mind that a lot of student fees go into this week so CUAB should factor that in. Some members said that there were ways to save money and that Women’s Center should do that. The $3000 amount was referred to again, and Whitney suggested $2000 because of the comments on how Women’s Center spends money on events. Kerri said she wanted to see this happen but there was more to investigate.

The Board was behind TJ and they liked his project, but it was not approved.

Arianna is not technically conservative, she’s “Independent.” However, it does not matter if Arianna is or is not conservative, CUAB does not need to bring a conservative speaker.

Katy said that Huffington is funny, witty, highly intelligent and very different from many speakers. She will make people think. It will be a great event.
