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Reporter who covered Klan-Nazi clash in 1979 dies in Miami
Elmore Grady Philpot, an African-American journalist who won a Walter Cronkite Award for his coverage of the 1979 gun battle between members of the Nazi party and the Ku Klux Klan in Greensboro, died Nov. 14 of a heart attack at the age of 57, according to the Miami Herald. 
Philpot. a television reporter, was on the scene covering the "Death to the Klan" protest by members of the Communist Party that left five people dead and 11 wounded. He witnessed the murder of Sandi Smith, a nurse and civil rights activist, and received death threats after testifying in two criminal trials, the Herald reported. 
Philpot's brother, Fredrich Philpot, told the Herald, "He always spoke his mind even in front of an all-white-man jury and racist Klan members who were trying to scare him... He said he was still having dreams about the murder." 
Philpot was scheduled to testify in front of the Greensboro Truth and Community Reconciliation Project hearings about the massacre, the newspaper said. 
Philpot, who was born in a housing project in Miami, was also one of the first black newsmen in South Florida; he had a career spanning two decades as a reporter, anchor, and radio commentator.
