Call to Order, Announcements and Petitions:

· Announcement: The Committee was informed that at the May 4th Council Business meeting the four existing members eligible for reappointment (Barbara Driscoll, Sherif Ghobrial, Josh Gurlitz, and Vasu Kilaru) were reappointed by the Council, with new three-year terms beginning July 1, 2009.  It was also noted that none of the candidates for the vacancy received a sufficient number of votes to be appointed.  The Council is expected to vote again at the next Council Business meeting.

· Announcement: The Committee was notified that at the May 4th Council Business meeting the Council passed a resolution in support of the NC SAVE$ ENERGY bill (H 1050).

· Sustainable Community Visioning Task Force: The staff liaison provided an overview of the task force charge, upcoming meeting dates and the Council’s request for representation by the Sustainability Committee.  Paulo Nery announced that he would apply for the Sustainability Committee seat on the task force, and the Chair noted that would likely apply for one of the nine at-large seats.
· Review and Recommendations for Carolina North Development Agreement: The Committee spent approximately 2.5 hours discussing the development agreement in the context of each focus area of sustainability: social justice, economic vitality and environmental protection.  Jack Evans, Executive Director of Carolina North, attended this portion of the meeting to answer questions. Through this process, the Committee identified a number of recommendation areas and unanimously agreed on a process to submit specific recommendations for Council consideration at the May 11th Public Hearing. (See the Committee’s May 11 Memorandum to Mayor and Town Council for the Committee’s specific recommendations regarding the Carolina North Development Agreement.)
